The Shop 
Former AMA president 
Don Lowe’s had a 
suspicion. He wondered if 
vibration could be running 
down his receiver battery. 
With the radio on but the 
engine off an ammeter in 
the battery supply line 
showed about a 1 amp 
current consumption. With 
the engine running the 
current jumped to 3 amps. 
He theorized that the 
controls surfaces were 
vibrating and the control 
surfaces resisting this 
movement was the cause. 
I think he was right. 
Vibration is the number 1 
enemy of your airplane. 
Aside from Mr. Lowe’s 



   

  

findings it is also 
physically destructive to 
the airframe, electronics, 
servos, etc.  Vibration also 
contributes to noise and 
noise is the number 1 
enemy of airfields. Ever 
had an engine lean out and 
quit in flight only to land 
with a half tank of fuel? 
Modern additives have 
gone a long way to 
reducing fuel foaming 
problems but there are 
limits. Our single most 
effective defense is to 
balance your props. A lot 
of us already do but many 
others assume that they 
are close enough off the 
shelf. To them I say at 
12,000 rpm’s (Not at all 
unreasonable from your 
average ball bearing 2-
stroke) Each prop blade is 
coming around 200 times 
every second. It doesn’t 
take much to make a real 
paint shaker at that speed.
