In the Air 
Spinning is not as scary 
as it looks. Spins come 
in four flavors, steep, 

not-so-steep, flat, and 
inverted. The spin is 
essentially a cross 
controlled stall in which 
the airplane auto rotates 
down to the earth. Lets 
take an AT-6 for 
instance, if you were to 
stall it at 200 feet off the 
ground and give it full 
left rudder, full up 
elevator, and full right 
aileron it would spin. 
The same thing applies 
to inverted spins but full 
down elevator instead 
of up. To get out of a 
spin give it full opposite 
rudder, point the nose 
down, and add some 
power. If it’s a flat spin 
the plane will spin much 
faster. Ask Alex Popp 
to show you his 
awesome hovering spin.
